DIRECTIONS: Traveling north on I-5: Take the second Red Bluff Exit toward Lassen Park. Drive
approximately 1 mile. Turn left at next Lassen Park sign onto Highway 36. Go 10 miles on

Hwy 36, watch for sign to Manton, turn left on A-6. Go 16 miles to Manton, turn left at Manton
Corners' store. Follow the road toward Shingletown for 3 1/2 miles to The Wild Horse Sanctuary.
Traveling south on I-5: In Redding, Exit to Hwy 44 East. Go approx. 30 miles to Shingletown.
Turn right on Wilson Hill Road (the Shingletown library is on the corner). Go 5 miles and watch
for the sign on the right.

Gaze at a MilliorDollarsFancy finding a gold nugget? Stop by the Siskiyou County
Courthouse in Yreka to view the largest display of gold south of Alaska. The interpretive display is
arranged according to the site from which the gold was taken, and includes old photos,
descriptions and recollections of the miners. On display are the many forms of gold found in the
area, including huge nuggets, flour gold and gold dust.

Discover the Tree of Heaven Tree of Heaven Campground and Nature Trail is located a few
miles from the Interstate 5 freeway down Highway 96 along the Klamath River. Tree of Heaven,
a beautiful deciduous tree, was imported by the Chinese immigrants who farmed this flatland
and sold vegetables to area miners. The tree was to remind them of their homeland. The
campground's Nature Trail wanders through natural river vegetation, with interpretive signs
along the path describing the history and sights.
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
