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Mountain Road Debris 
 

by Officer Vincente Ramirez, California Highway Patrol 
 

In the middle of a warm summer day, a rider was enjoying his 

late-model Suzuki GSX-R750. He was traveling on one of the local 

mountain highways popular with riders who like to travel to the 

beach and back. The highway at this location is a two-lane asphalt 

roadway with one set of double yellow lines separating southbound 

and northbound lanes. There is a dirt and gravel shoulder on one side 

of the road. The roadway also curves to the right with a slight downgrade 

at this location. Traffic was light at this time of the day. 

Sequence 

The rider was traveling 25 to 30 mph as he approached this location 

(Scene 1). He believes that he hit something like loose gravel 

in the roadway. He felt his bike slip out from underneath him, and 

he was ejected from the bike (Scene 2). The motorcycle continued 

sliding on its side into the opposite lane of traffic. The bike was 

subsequently struck by a vehicle traveling in the opposite direction, 

causing moderate damage to the passenger vehicle and the 

bike. The rider landed within the lane in which he was traveling 

and suffered moderate injuries (Scene 3). He was assisted to the 

edge of the roadway by a passing motorist. 

This collision was caused by the motorcycle rider who was riding 

in violation of CVC Section 22350ðñno person shall drive a 

vehicle upon a highway at a speed greater than is reasonable or 

prudent having due respect for weather, visibility, the traffic on, 

and the surface and width of, the highway, and in no event at a 

speed which endangers the safety of persons or property.ò 

Opinion 

This incident serves to remind riders of the dangers that they 

face on mountain roads, even when traveling at slow speeds. 

Mountain roads are likely to have debris that has rolled down 

the embankmentsðespecially after all the rain we have been 

having latelyðor debris that has fallen from other vehicles. So 

even though you may think you óknowô a particular mountain

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road (or any road) because you have ridden it a hundred times, 

you should still exercise caution because you never know whatôs  

around that next corner. 

While it may seem unfair that a rider is found at fault for hitting 

debris on the roadway, it is ultimately the rider who has control 

of his bike. This rider may have avoided the crash by utilizing 

high visual horizon. As a rider, your job is to look ahead so 

you have better control of your bike, but you also have to look 

for roadway conditions that you can avoid or minimize just by 

changing your speed or lean angle. Do yourself a favor and ride 

each road as if it is your first time. FZ
