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As goldwing owners and riders we are known for owning and using the finest touring 

motorcycle made.   In our travels it's always nice to have a place someone else has 

eaten at and can vouch for.    

This is the case for " Smoking Dave's BBQ and Taphouse " located in Estes Park, 

Colorado.  

 

During our ride today I felt the need for some sustinance before heading into The Rocky 

Mountain National Park.   I Saw a sign that said BBQ. I pulled into a full parking lot and 

squeezed the wing into a tight space while Rich found a spot at the end of the parking 

lot right by where cars entered and exited.  

 

Smokin Dave's offers a full BBQ menu as well as the standard Ale House Fiar of Sand-

wiches, salads, fish and chips etc.   They have a full bar also.   Rich ordered a BBQ'd Ital-

ian Sausage and I ordered a brisket platter complete with two sides ( Cole Slaw and 

Corn on the Cob).   I rate the Brisket as the best I've had outside of Texas. The corn 

was a full ear,   none of this frozen half ear,   but a full ear of really good sweet 

corn.   The Cole Slaw was fresh,   cold,   and very good.    

 

The ambience of the restaurant is very much that of a pub that jsut happens to serve 

excellent BBQ.   There was a wait when we entered,   and by the time we left there was 

a line waiting.  

 

Service is good -  not excellent but good for as busy as they were on a Friday during 

lunch.    

 

Prices are Fair -  my Brisket was $11.00 and there was so much I couldn't eat it 

all.   Rich's Sausage was $9.00 -  pretty good deal. Specially since Rich bought!!

Ingredients  

¶ 16 medium fresh mushrooms  

¶ 2 small zucchini  

¶ 2 eggs  

¶ 2 tablespoons water  

¶ 1/2 cup all -purpose flour  

¶ 1/2 teaspoon chili powder  

¶ 1/4 teaspoon salt  

¶ 1/4 teaspoon sugar  

¶ 1/4 teaspoon garlic powder  

¶ 1/4 teaspoon cayenne pepper  

¶ 1/4 teaspoon ground cumin  

¶ Oil for frying  

Sweet - and - sour sauce, optional  

 

Directions  

¶ Remove stems from mushrooms. Cut a thin 

layer from the top of mushroom caps; cut 

mushroom edges, forming a hexagon shape. 

Cut zucchini lengthwise into quarters, then into 

2- in. pieces. Trim one end to fit into mushroom 

caps.  

¶ Insert a toothpick through the top of the mush-

room into the zucchini, leaving about 1 in. of 

toothpick to use as a handle for dipping.  

¶ In a small shallow bowl, beat the eggs and wa-

ter. In another bowl, combine the flour, chili 

powder, salt, 

sugar, garlic 

powder, cay-

enne and 
cumin. Dip 

zucchini -

mushroom 

bolts in egg 
mixture, 

then coat 

with flour 

mixture.  
 

In an electric 

skillet, heat 1 

in. of oil to 375°. Fry bolts in batches for 2 -3 min-

utes or until golden brown on all sides. Drain on 
paper towels. Serve warm with sweet -and -sour 

sauce if desired.  Yield:  16 appetizers.is still warm.

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I've gotten a lot of email lately stating some of my 

readers missed the first few motorman columns. 

Being it never hurts to review the basic techniques 

i n v o l v e d ,  h e r e  g o e s .  
 

The first thing you must master is head and eyes. 

What this means exactly, is that wherever you look, 

that's where the bike will go. The reason the phrase 

head and eyes is used is that if you turn your head 
to the right, but your eyes look straight ahead, the 

technique WILL NOT work. Both your head and 

eyes must turn in the direction you want the bike to 

go. Never look down unless you want to go down. 
Head and eyes does take practice to become sec-

ond nature. The good news is that you can practice 

this technique every time you are on your motorcy-

cle. Simply pulling out of your driveway, for in-
stance, if you are turning to the right, turn your 

head and eyes to the right, look down the road 

where you want the motorcycle to go and you'll im-

mediately notice you will be making a much tighter 
turn than normal. When you stop at a stop sign and 

are about to make a left hand turn, turn your head 

and eyes to the left, avoid looking at the curb or 

the center line of the road and focus on where you 

want the bike to end up and you will find you will 
never drift towards the curb or the center line of 

the road. You can even practice this technique on a 

bicycle by making U - turns on the street in front of 

y o u r  o w n  h o m e .  
 

The second technique you must learn is how to use 

the friction zone. The friction zone is the area on 

the clutch between fully open and fully closed. In 
other words, as you let the clutch out and the bike 

starts to move, you're entering the friction zone. An 

easy way to become accustomed to riding the bike 

in the friction zone is to practice the slow race. That 

is simply going as slow as you possibly can without 
r e l e a s i n g  t h e  c l u t c h  c o m p l e t e l y .  

 

The third technique is the proper use of the rear or 

controlling brake. With the motorcycle in the friction 
zone, keep your foot on the rear brake and feather 

it as the bike starts to move. By doing this you are 

making the motorcycle think it's going faster than it 

is. When you apply power and keep your foot on 

the rear brake, it keeps the motorcycle from falling 
over at low speeds which is where most people 

have a problem. I've never heard of anyone having 

problems balancing their motorcycle at 50 or 

60mph. If you don't use these techniques at 5 or 

10mph the motorcycle feels clumsy and wants to 
fall over on it's side. AVOID using the front brake at 

all costs when riding at parking lot speeds, as ap-

plying the front brake at 5 or 10mph with the han-

dle bars turned even slightly, will pull you to the 
ground like a magnet. Of course, once above park-

ing lot speeds, you must use the front brake as well 

as the rear brake, as 70% of your braking power 

c o m e s  f r o m  t h e  f r o n t  b r a k e .  
 

Avoid dragging your feet along the ground as this 

tends to upset the balance of the motorcycle, and 

of course, if your feet are dragging on the ground 
you cannot have your foot on the brake. As soon as 

you start to move your bike from a complete stop, 

both feet should automatically come up to the floor 

boards or pegs and your right foot should be feath-

ering the rear brake. Once you master these three 
simple techniques, you will be amazed at the tight 

maneuvers your bike can perform. You'll know 

you've gotten it right when you can make full lock 

turns in both directions at 5mph with the pegs or 
boards scraping a perfect circle in the pavement.
