 Well, here it is, late winter and the calendar is filling up.  How to find a weekend for a ride?  

Well the first full weekend in May sounds like a great one and wow, nothing is scheduled!  After 

planning a wonderful spring ride to the warmest place in North America (Death Valley) that turned 

out so perfectly for the weather, it must be time for a nice warm dry ride up the coast.  First, let us 

get a ride planned.  How about a run across the Bay Bridge, check out the Embarcadero and then 

the Golden Gate in preparation for taking a left on Highway 1 and hug the coast heading north.  

What are good destinations?  Take an easy ride up the coast and stop around Fort Bragg, or push it 

and make the destination around Eureka?  Well, the map shows this State Park at the beach ï

MacKerricher ï that looks promising.  So, instead of getting another full -fledged case of TB, we de-

cide to make MacKerricher the destination.   

 Then, we look at the calendar and find out it is Motherôs Day ï oops!  Better get that last 

item approved in advance ï the good old Weekend Liberty Card must be punched for this weekend 

away from the family.  After we get those things done, then we advertise the ride to the whole gang 

to see who else is up for another great spring ride (hopefully with better riding weather in store 

than Death Valley provided), but there arenôt many takers.  

  At 0830, the whole, extensive group (Larry & me) meets for the ride at the Chevron 

Station at the corner of Castro Valley Blvd and Anita St.  At 0900 we are BOB and heading out 580 

towards the Bay Bridge.  This proves to be the worst of the traffic for the day, and we are glad to 

be getting that over with early.  Across the bridge, past Pier 39 and Fishermanôs Wharf and then up 



the hill to Bay Street, past the Marina and onto the Golden 

Gate, watching all of the Girl Scout groups waving as we ride 

by enjoying the beautiful weather.  After a short ride up 101, 

the exit for 1 looms and the road transforms rapidly from free-

way to a nice, twisty, challenging motorcycle road.  Nice warm 

sun, a slight breeze, and the wonderful open road (there were 

actually stretches without the cars going at a snailôs pace 

around the curves!)  Up past Muir Beach, Stinson Beach, then 

the Tomales Bay Oyster Co (a very popular destination 

on this day but no time today to stop for a dozen), and 

up to Bodega Bay for lunch.  After lunch, back on the 

bikes for the ride to Fort Bragg, mostly at our pace 

without too many cars, and remarkably few of the real 

couch on wheels ï motor homes ï slowing us down. 

 Mid afternoon, we arrive at MacKerricher State 

Park and set up camp in our reserved campsite, just in 

time for a light sprinkle that was not enough to 

dampen our spirits.  A wonderful BBQ steak and potato with baked onion for dinner, then a nice 

relax around the campfire until rack time.  In the morning, we get up fully refreshed from the fresh 

air and fix a huge breakfast of bacon and eggs, clean up and take a 

walk on the beach.  The seals are having their pups, so we need to 

be careful not to disturb this part of natureôs cycle.   

 After we finish breaking camp, we head north up Hwy 1 to 

Leggett and our link up with 101.  On this leg, some of the best road 

quality of the trip, we have remarkably light traffic, but there is a 

steady rain that keeps the road wet and keeps our speed more re-

spectable.  We get out of the rain before we hit 101, and then ride back into it again for a little bit 

on 101, until we rode far enough south to get into the warm sun.  

 Lunch stop at a local burger and BBQ shop in Cloverdale by the name of the Hamburger 

Ranch and Pasta Farm for a nice little sandwich, then BOB back home.  The ride across the San 

Rafael Bridge to Richmond had some gusts to make it more challenging, but once we merged with 

80, the traffic was the usual Berkeley stop and go.  After the split, the traffic cleared out for a great 

finish to the ride.  

 We got back home late afternoon, in time for some and a little late for others (sorry, Rita).  

Overall, a much better ride than Death Valley (any ride without heavy winds, rain, snow, hail and 

other strange events to ride through is good) and one to keep in mind for a repeat.
