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Y’all come back now, 
Bruce Howland , CA2Q Chapter Educator 
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 I had an idea to head north and see how far I could get before heading back to Tucson to work at a project site on 
Wednesday.  I had intentions originally of making it to Farmington, but then the draw of scenery and little side roads also add 
to the delays and reduce the distance north.  After I pass through some great areas in western New Mexico, I stop for a bite just 
south of the intersection of Highways 180 and 12 near Reserve.  Talking with a couple of other patrons, I get a good run down 
on my planned route and got some tips on the roads and turns.  After I leave Reserve, I head off for Apache Junction and into 
Quemado just as the rains start up and the temperature hovers in the low 40’s.  I remember that I need to turn right and NM603 
heads off in the right direction towards a familiar sounding Pie Town, so, as the rains continue to fall, I turn onto NM603.  The 
pavement turns to gravel, and, as the 23 miles to Pie Town keep reducing, so does the quantity of gravel and the road quality.  
Good thing my co-rider is not along as I test the Dual Purpose capabilities of the Goldwing as I hit muddy ruts that suck the 
bike down to the bottom.  Finally I get to Pie Town and find pavement again.  I head through Pie Town and start looking for 
the next road north.  In Datil I stop and find shelter from the rain in the Post Office and pull out a map to see what lies ahead.  
Across the street is the store/gas station that just closed but there is an old Trooper and its driver in the station, so I head over to 
ask some questions.  Find out that the next available gas tonight is in Quemado (remember Quemado? I was just there about an 
hour and a half before!) and they also promise motels.  I return to Quemado for gas and, arriving  after sunset, decide to not try 
2 wheeled elk hunting that night, checking into a motel and look for a good ride plan for Monday. 
 
 Monday dawns with the passing of the cold front and the associated storm (rain as far south as I was, but snow in the 
vicinity of Four Corners where I was originally intending to be!)  The seat on the bike was white with a complete layer of frost.  
I decide to head to Grants on the route I had scoped out to take on Sunday and find some beautiful road just west on 117.  In 
Grants, I pick up 40 and then head southwest on 53 through El Moro and Ramah towards 191 to head south to Alpine for the 
night.  Sportsman Lodge is a great little place owned and operated by a couple that ride their BMWs. 
 
 Tuesday dawns similar to Monday, and the bike is in the shade of the motel again.  I roll it out into the sun and head for 
breakfast.  Alpine is at about 8,000 feet elevation, and I have to climb to above 9,000 feet on my way south on 191 to Morenci 
along the Coronado Trail.  But what a road!  Ninety miles of nothing but twists and turns with beautiful scenery on both sides 
of the road.  It is about 2 ½ hours of solid riding enjoyment.  As I head south, there are warnings that vehicles over 40 feet in 
length are prohibited.  Then the warning sign saying 30 miles per hour for 8 miles under the squiggle arrow, and then another 
the warning sign of 15 miles per hour for 12 miles under the squiggle arrow!! Does it get any better for roads?  On the whole 
stretch I pass 3 motorcycles, one small car and one small SUV going north, and see no one heading south.  At the sound end is 
the largest open pit mine in the world.  In the pit are the huge mining shovels and dumps that are just spots on the floor of the 
mine.  Morenci is a bustling mining town with road construction and I am jolted back to reality.   
 
 After work on Wednesday, I head west on 10 and take 8 to El Centro.  After an early start the next morning, am 
heading north through Julian to Temecula.  That area is recovering from the devastating fires that passed through a few years 
ago and had some fantastic fall colors along the way. Where is my co-rider to capture those pictures as the road has no shoulder 
to pull off onto and take pictures from?  Oh yeah, that is right,  Something I said about that Saddlesore ride to start my trip 
scared her away.  So after 7 days gone and over 2,800 miles traveled, I head up through LA, pick up Highway 5 and head home 
to Livermore.  Some great countryside to travel through.  Maybe set up a ride with my co-rider for late spring through some of 
the same countryside?  Will have to wait and see.  Happy Trails, Don
